Come up with a possible chain of infection for the following scenarios.  Be creative – you can make any assumptions you want – ie.  which person is carrying the pathogen, whether or not good hygiene practices were used, etc.

1. A child is at the grocery store riding in the shopping cart.  She is coughing and sneezing.

2. A patient with a bloody nose is being seen in the ER by a nurse.  Another patient comes in with a laceration on his arm which is bleeding profusely and the nurse leaves the first patient to go assist the other one. 

3. On his way to work, an x-ray tech stops by the nursing home to see his father.  His father has had an accident and soiled the bed.  All of the nurses and CNAs are busy, so the son goes ahead and cleans up the accident and helps his dad get changed into new underwear and clothing.

4. A student nurse is being evaluated while working with her first patient and is very nervous.  Without thinking, she recaps a needle after giving her patient injection and accidentally sticks herself.

5. A man engages in sexual contact with a prostitute.  She has physical evidence of IV drug use on her arms.
